Conformation Classifications:

All CKC classes must be divided by sex (except Specials Only). No dog under the age of 6 months shall be allowed within the show precincts. Only dogs entered in one regular, non-regular, or unofficial classes shall be allowed within the show precincts. The following classes will be provided:

Regular Classes: 
(Saturday June 2, Sonny Ambrosio)
Junior Puppy:
6 months of age and under 9 months of age on the day of the show

Senior Puppy:
9 months of age and under 12 months of age on the day of the show

12-18 Months:
12 months of age and under 18 months of age on the day of the show

Canadian Bred:
dogs born in Canada; champions of any country are excluded

Bred By Exhibitor:  dogs owned and handled in the ring by the breeder

Open:
for all dogs

Veteran:
any dog 7 years of age or older on the day of the show. These dogs do not compete for Winners, but the winner of this class shall go on to compete for Best of Breed. Dogs competing in this class may be spayed or neutered.

Specials Only:
dogs which have a recorded CKC registration or have a CKC ERN number and have attained championship status may be entered in the "Specials Only" class. Entry of a dog in "Specials Only" is not prohibited on the grounds that the title of champion has not been confirmed by the CKC, but if it is found later that the dog had not attained championship status before the entry had been made, then all awards attained at the show will be canceled. The entry of a 'listed' dog in “Specials Only” is not allowed.

Award of Merit:
one Award of Merit for every 10 dogs competing will be awarded at the judge’s discretion

Best Bred By:  will be chosen from the winners of the Bred By classes

Best Canadian Bred:  will be chosen from all Canadian bred dogs


Best Veteran:  will be chosen from the winners of the Veterans classes

Sexually Altered Classes:
(Saturday June 2, Sonny Ambrosio)

Eligibility for the Altered Classes shall be limited to dogs over 6 months of age which have been spayed or neutered. Two classes will be offered:   Altered Male and Altered Female:


Classes will be placed first through fourth in both sexes, the first place winner from each class will be declared Winners and the second place winner will be declared Reserve Winners. The Altered Winners Male and the Altered Winners Female will then compete for Best of Breed Altered and Best of Opposite Sex Altered in breed. 
Non-Regular Classes: 
(Saturday June 2, Sonny Ambrosio)
A spayed/neutered dog may be entered in the Brace class or in Exhibition Only. The following CKC classes will be provided:

Brace Class:
